2. How super works

Super is a means of saving for retirement that is compulsory for
most people. To encourage people to save for their retirement, the
Federal Government provides a range of incentives for savings into
super. This means super is taxed differently to other investments and
there can be significant tax advantages with using super to save for
retirement (see section 7 ‘How super is taxed’ for more information).

There are different types of contributions that can be made into
super including:

7. How super is taxed

o Please provide your tax file number (TFN) when acquiring this
product. Under the Superannuation Industry (Supervision) Act 1993,
we are authorised to collect your TFN, which will only be used
for lawful purposes and in accordance with the Privacy Act 1988.
Itis not an offence if you choose not to provide your TFN, but
providing it has advantages, including:

» we will be able to accept all permitted contributions

o other than the tax that may ordinarily apply, you will
not pay more tax than you need to, and

o it will be easier to find different super accounts in
your name.

On joining IOOF Employer Super if you do provide your TFN
to your employer, your employer must disclose it to us within
14 days to avoid penalties imposed by the Australian Taxation
Office (ATO).

Tax may apply to contributions, investment earnings and withdrawals.
We generally deduct tax from your Cash Account at the time we need
to pay it to the ATO. Accrued tax on contributions will be retained in
your Cash Account and the remainder will be invested as per your
Deposit Instruction.

Tax on contributions

As super is taxed in a low taxed environment, the Government has
set a maximum limit that you can contribute in each financial year for
each type of contribution before additional tax is payable.
